ATA Shoots start at 10:00am 

-16 Yard Events are shot on 4 traps, 25 per trap, closing time 12:30pm 

-Handicap Events are shot on 4 traps, 25 per trap, closing time 2:00pm 

-Doubles Events are shot on 1 trap, 50 per trap, closing time 3:00pm 

16 Yard Classifications 
 Class A   >95% 
 Class B  <95% - >91% 
 Class C  <91% - >86% 

Class D  <86% 
 
Categories (Category shooters are eligible for category, class or yardage 
trophies.) 

Junior – Any shooter who has not turned 18 by September 1 of  
last year 

 Veteran – Any shooter age 65-69 
 Senior Veteran – Any shooter 70 or older 
 Lady  
 
Handicapping – Shooters will be handicapped according to ATA rules. 
 
Trophies: One trophy per person, per event. Minimum of 2 participants in each 
category, class or yardage group in order to award a trophy; if there is only 1 in 
class or yardage, the shooter will be included in the next appropriate group. If 
there is only 1 participant in a category, the shooter will still be eligible for class 
or yardage trophies. 

Shoot offs are held at the completion of all events, no-shows forfeit. 16 yard 
and handicap will shoot 10 targets (2 per post), then miss and out. Doubles will 
shoot 5 pair (a pair per post), then miss and out. Shooters can choose to flip a 
coin or split a trophy if all agree. 

Practice is shot on Trap 4 until needed for an event. Doubles practice is available 
until the trap is needed for an event. Purchase practice coupons at the cashier’s 
window $6 per 25 targets. 

The management reserves the right to change the program as needed. If there 
is a dispute over the interpretation of any parts of the program, the decision of 
the Glen Rock Shooting Club Management will govern.

For 100 target events a number between 70 and 100 will be drawn. The 
shooter or shooters who have this number will win the “pot”, ties divide. If no 
one has the number drawn the pot carries over to the next shoot. At the final 
shoot of the season we will continue to draw numbers until there is a winner. 

Lewis Class      $10  

13 Shooters per class or major fraction. Minimum 2 classes, maximum 4 
classes. Each class divided 60/40 percentage. 

Handicap only 

50 straight jackpot     $9 

($3 for first 50, $3 for middle 50, $3 for last 50)  

 

Combined Jackpots in excess of $1,400! 

A shooter breaking 50 straight in one of the jackpots wins 50% of the total 
amount in the jackpot. If there are multiple 50 straights in a given jackpot, the 
winners will evenly divide 75% of that jackpot. The jackpots will accumulate to 
the next shoot until won. Jackpot totals are posted at each shoot.
